Communion

Christ welcomes all to communion. B Receive the bread in open and outstretched hands and sip the wine,
guiding the chalice to your lips. B If you do not want to sip the wine, it is also perfectly appropriate to
receive the bread only. We do not allow dipping the bread into the wine. B Respond to communion by
saying “Amen.” B If you prefer a blessing, cross your hands over your chest. B Gluten-free wafers are
available at each communion station. B Baptism is offered several times a year; speak to a priest to learn more.

Liturgical Note

The season after Pentecost is called “Ordinary Time,” and it stretches from Trinity Sunday (the first Sunday after
Pentecost) through Christ the King Sunday (the Sunday before Advent). Ordinary Time can sound boring or
unexciting, but it can also be a reminder that God works in the ordinary days of our lives. Godly Play, a children’s
church curriculum, calls Ordinary Time “the Great-Green-Growing Season.” In this season we use green vestments
and experience God in simplicity and in the ordinary.
