Faith Story   seated   The Rev. Dawn Booth, Deacon
This morning we continue our series of Faith Stories shared by members of the St. Columba’s community. 
Each of us has a unique faith journey. Faith Stories are a way to share this journey and hear God speak 
through one another.

First Reading   Hebrews 7:23-28
The former priests were many in number, because they were prevented by death from continuing 
in offi  ce; but Jesus holds his priesthood permanently, because he continues forever. Consequently 
he is able for all time to save those who approach God through him, since he always lives to make 
intercession for them. For it was fi tting that we should have such a high priest, holy, blameless, 
undefi led, separated from sinners, and exalted above the heavens. Unlike the other high priests, 
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he has no need to offer sacrifices day after day, first for his own sins, and then for those of the 
people; this he did once for all when he offered himself. For the law appoints as high priests those 
who are subject to weakness, but the word of the oath, which came later than the law, appoints a 
Son who has been made perfect forever.
For the Word of God in scripture, for the Word of God among us, for the Word of God within us,  
Thanks be to God.

The Holy Gospel of our Savior Jesus Christ according to Mark.

Jesus and his disciples came to Jericho. As he and his disciples and a large crowd were leaving 
Jericho, Bartimaeus son of Timaeus, a blind beggar, was sitting by the roadside. When he heard 
that it was Jesus of Nazareth, he began to shout out and say, “Jesus, Son of David, have mercy on 
me!” Many sternly ordered him to be quiet, but he cried out even more loudly, “Son of David, 
have mercy on me!” Jesus stood still and said, “Call him here.” And they called the blind man, 
saying to him, “Take heart; get up, he is calling you.” So throwing off his cloak, he sprang up and 
came to Jesus. Then Jesus said to him, “What do you want me to do for you?” The blind man said 
to him, “My teacher, let me see again.” Jesus said to him, “Go; your faith has made you well.” 
Immediately he regained his sight and followed him on the way.

The Nicene Creed   standing as you are able
We believe in one God, the Father, the Almighty, maker of heaven and earth, of all that is,  
seen and unseen.

For our sake he was crucified under Pontius Pilate; he suffered death and was buried. On the 
third day he rose again in accordance with the Scriptures; he ascended into heaven and is 
seated at the right hand of the Father. He will come again in glory to judge the living and the 
dead, and his kingdom will have no end. 
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We believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life, who proceeds from the Father, who 
with the Father and the Son is worshiped and glorified, who has spoken through the prophets. 
We believe in one holy catholic and apostolic Church. We acknowledge one baptism for the 
forgiveness of sins. We look for the resurrection of the dead, and the life of the world to come.

Dear God, as we rest in your presence, we consider the week past. We remember moments that 
drew us near to you and moments when we felt distant from you. We feel the fullness of all you 
have gifted us. 
We recall the needs of our community. We pray especially for . . . and for the needs we name 
aloud or in our hearts . . .
We give thanks for the beauty in our lives. We pray especially for . . . and for the thanksgivings  
we name aloud or in our hearts . . . 
We remember all who have died and joined you in eternal life. We pray especially for . . . and for 
the departed we name aloud or in our hearts . . .
In the presence of one another and of you, O God, we look to the days ahead. We commit 
ourselves to life with you, our Almighty God, who is the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit. 
We ask your forgiveness, loving God, for sins we have committed separating us from you and 
your creation, for sins in thought, word, and deed, for things done and left undone, and for the 
sins committed on our behalf. And we rejoice in the actions we have taken to draw near to you 
and your creation; guide us in the path of your will.
Presider  Almighty God, receive our prayers and have mercy on us. God forgive you your sins 
through the grace of Jesus Christ, and by the power of the Holy Spirit, grant you eternal life. Amen.

God be with you.

We lift them unto God. 
Let us give thanks to our Sovereign God.  
It is right to give our thanks and praise.
It is right, and a good and joyful thing, always and everywhere to give thanks to you, Almighty 
God, Creator of heaven and earth. For you are the source of light and life, you made us in your 
image, and called us to new life in Jesus Christ our Savior. Therefore we praise you, joining our 
voices with Angels and Archangels and with all the company of heaven, who for ever sing this 
hymn to proclaim the glory of your Name:

Sanctus and Benedictus 

Holy, holy, holy Lord, God of power and might, heaven and earth are full of your glory. Hosanna 
in the highest. Blessed is the one who comes in the name of the Lord. Hosanna in the highest. 
Holy and gracious God: In your infinite love you made us for yourself, and, when we had fallen  
into sin and become subject to evil and death, you, in your mercy, sent Jesus Christ, your only 
and eternal Son, to share our human nature, to live and die as one of us, to reconcile us to you, 
the God and Creator of all.  
Jesus stretched out his arms upon the cross, and offered himself, in obedience to your will,  
a perfect sacrifice for the whole world. 
On the night he was handed over to suffering and death, our Lord Jesus Christ took bread; and 
when he had given thanks to you, he broke it, and gave it to his disciples, and said, “Take, eat:  
This is my Body, which is given for you. Do this for the remembrance of me.” 
After supper Jesus took the cup of wine; and when he had given thanks, he gave it to them, and  
said, “Drink this, all of you: This is my Blood of the new Covenant, which is shed for you and 
for all for the forgiveness of sins. Whenever you drink it, do this for the remembrance of me.” 
Therefore we proclaim the mystery of faith: 
Christ has died.  
Christ is risen.  
Christ will come again. 
We celebrate the memorial of our redemption, O God, in this sacrifice of praise and  
thanksgiving. Recalling Jesus’ death, resurrection, and ascension, we offer you these gifts.  
Sanctify them by your Holy Spirit to be for your people the Body and Blood of your Son, the 
holy food and drink of new and unending life in him. Sanctify us also that we may faithfully  
receive this holy Sacrament, and serve you in unity, constancy, and peace; and at the last day  
bring us with all your saints into the joy of your eternal kingdom. 
All this we ask through your Son Jesus Christ: By him, and with him, and in him, in the unity 
of the Holy Spirit all honor and glory is yours, Almighty God, now and for ever. AMEN.

Communion
Christ welcomes all to communion. n Receive the bread in open and outstretched hands and sip the wine, 
guiding the chalice to your lips. n If you do not want to sip the wine, it is also perfectly appropriate to 
receive the bread only. We do not allow dipping the bread into the wine. n Respond to communion by 
saying “Amen.” n If you prefer a blessing, cross your hands over your chest. n Gluten-free wafers are 
available at each communion station. n Baptism is offered several times a year; speak to a priest to learn more.

Prayer after Communion   standing as you are able
Let us pray.
Eternal God, you have graciously accepted us as living members of your Son our Savior Jesus 
Christ, and you have fed us with spiritual food in the Sacrament of his Body and Blood. Send 
us now into the world in peace, and grant us strength and courage to love and serve you with 
gladness and singleness of heart; through Christ our Savior. Amen.
Presider  As we are gathered, fed, and sent by God, let us ask ourselves: With whom can I share 
the Good News? Whom will I invite to join us at this table?
